Drogheda Bridge of Peace to Railway Station (incorporating Marsh Road) 
Phase 2 Non-statutory Public Consultation

General Description of the Scheme
The scheme consists of the installation of cycle lanes from the Bridge of Peace crossing the River Boyne, running southwards along the old Dublin Rd, now the R132 and terminating at the (MacBride) Train Station. The proposed design works also consider cycle lanes from the Viaduct on the Marsh Road and terminating at Mary St. Junction. Works proposed include:

· The provision of segregated Cycle lanes along the R132 for over an approx. length of 1.6km. 

· The provision of segregated Cycle lanes along the Marsh Rd for over an approx. length of 0.8km.
· Upgrade of Rathmullan Rd, The Bull Ring, Shop St and Mary Street Junctions and other listed minor junctions to facilitate better Pedestrian, Cyclist and public transport movements.
· Incorporation of further pedestrian and cyclist crossings along desire lines on the routes.
